The aim of this course is to appreciate that this kind of approach is a useful research method in
that it may give us an opportunity to reveal aspects of the syntactic component that might not be discovered
otherwise. We do this by discussing papers that address relevant questions about syntax, semantics, and its
interface. The topics that we will consider include quantification, movement, and ellipsis.
