linguistic computation works to generate grammatical sentences in human languages. The minimalist program, which
has been widely assumed since Chomsky (1995), pursues the possibility of simplifying linguistic computation in the
narrow syntax to its limits. On the other hand, the simplified computation still needs to generate a variety of
linguistic data to achieve empirical adequacy. In this course, we consider the tension the minimalist program faces
and specifically focus on the issues of parameters, agreement and labeling. We examine those issues by closely
looking at various kinds of data from Bantu and creole languages as well as from English and Japanese.
