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4. Course Objectives and Course Synopsis(I#3 B LHEE) : Archaeological studies are practiced using multiple
analytical methods. In this course, students understand the analytical methods and its procedures. Students also
practice some important analytical methods
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6 . Learning Goals CHMEDE;EHAE) : Students are supposed to learn diverse analytical methods and to better understand
how the analytical methods are practiced for archaeological studies. Students learn the procedures by practicing
some analytical methods themselves
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2. Course Title (IZEREH) : Archeology of the prehistory culture
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4., Course Objectives and Course Synopsis (&2 D BRJEMEEL) : Classroom class code for this lecture is kdvb4ie. Be

The purpose of this class is to understand the prehistoric culture ( “Jomon culture” ) of the Japanese archipelago
during the so—called ”Jomon period”. Archaeological research on the Jomon culture has so far focused on pottery,
stone tools, and other artifacts. However, in order to understand the Jomon culture, it is necessary to study it
from many different aspects. For example, studies of plant and animal remains can reveal aspects of the Jomon
culture, such as dietary habits and the surrounding environment, and studies of pit dwellings and graves, and other
facilities can reveal residential patterns and social structures. In addition to archaeology, various other fields
of research, such as those related to the natural environment, are also important in understanding the Jomon
culture. The initial purpose of this class is to learn about the history and methods of these various studies of
the Jomon culture, and to understand the views of the Jomon culture that have been developed through research to
date. The final objective of this class is to learn about the relative position of Jomon culture from the perspective
of comparative culture, using the research on prehistoric culture on the northwest coast of North America as a case
study.
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6. Learning Goals CHMEDEEHAE) : (1) Understand the history of research on Jomon culture to date. (2) Understand
the various perspectives and research methods used in the study of Jomon culture. (3) Learn the fundamentals for
understanding not only Jomon culture but also prehistoric culture in general
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2. Course Title (IZREH) : Archacology of animal and human remains
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4. Course Objectives and Course Synopsis (& D BRI EMEE) : Animal and human remains unearthed from archaeological
sites contain a wealth of clues that can be used to explore the environment, lifestyle, food, and mentality of
ancient people. In the first half of this class, we will review the basic methodologies of zooarchaeology and human
osteoarchaeology for analyzing bones excavated from archaeological sites. In the second half of the class, we will
focus on “human evolution and animal utilization” and “domestication and human history, ” which are hot topics of
debate among archaeological and anthropological problems that pursue the relationship between animals and humans,
and consider the significance and future prospects of reconstructing the past through osteological approach.
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6 . Learning Goals(ZFEEDE|ZFEHHE) : (1) To acquire the basic methodologies of zooarchaeology and human
osteoarchaeology. (2) To deepen knowledge of the relationship between human evolution and animal utilization. (3)
To understand the history of domestic animal use and its importance in human history.

2. Course Title (1RZEREH) : Advanced Seminar of Archaeologiccal Studies
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4. Course Objectives and Course Synopsis (D BAJEMEEL) : In this course, students will understand history of
archaeological study in Japan since Maiji era and establish their own idea about archaeological study. In every
class, students prepare their own presentation paper and discuss archaeological issues each other. For instance,
issue concerns chronology and technology in Palaeolithic period, tipology of Jomon pottery, settlement and society
in Jomon period, emergence and development of cultivation, characteristics of Kohun culture, ancient fort sites in
Tohoku region, ancient ceramic industry and society of Middle Ages and Modern time.
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6. Learning Goals CEDEEHAE) : Students understand (1) history and epoch of archaeological study in Japan, and
(2) problems and the present condition according to their own theme.
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2. Course Title (IRZEREH) : Advanced Seminar of Archaeological Method and Theory
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4. Course Objectives and Course Synopsis(IZZD BRI L MEE) : Students are introduced to the method and theory of
archaeological research through ckass presentation and discussion.
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6. Learning Goals FHEDHZFEHAE) : The course requires in depth learning of archaeological research history and
actual practice. Students who are not familiar with archaeological research are recommended to learn other
introductory courses before sigining up to this particular methodology class.
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2. Course Title (IZZEREH) : Research and Analysis of Archaeological Materials
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4. Course Objectives and Course Synopsis(3EZED HARJEHMEE) : This course provides oppotunities to experience
excavation, operation of archaeological materials, projected drawing of artifacts, layout of drawing, taking
photographs for editing the excavation report. Students will obtain actual techniques and methods for archaeological
study through this course.
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6. Learning Goals (CHMEDEIZEHE) : Students learn methodology to make an excavation report for basic archaeological
study. They also learn about planing and methods for archaeological fieldwork.
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2. Course Title (IRZREH) : Analysis of Archaeological Materials
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4 . Course Objectives and Course Synopsis(#ZZED B K & HEE) : This course provides actual experiences of
archaeological research. Archaeological records and excavated artifacts from the investigation by the Laboratory
of Archaeology, Graduate School of Arts and Letters, Tohoku University are used in the class. The method of analysis
and production of excavation reports are practiced during the class hours. A heavy load of homework (off class hour
laboratory work) are expected. Good commands of the Japanese language are necessary especially during discussion
and laboratory work.
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6. Learning Goals (REDHEIFEHIE) ; Basic skills of archaeological work can be learned in this course through
practice.
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
