However, in order to understand the Jomon culture, it is necessary to study it from a wide variety
of perspectives. For example, the study of plant and animal remains can reveal aspects of the Jomon culture, such
as their diet and surrounding environment, and the study of pit dwelling sites, tombs, and other facilities can
reveal as residential patterns and social structure. In addition to archaeology, various other fields of research,
such as studies of the natural environment, are also important in understanding the Jomon culture.
