Building upon this foundation, the course will reassess the concept of ’post-
impressionism’ proposed by British art critic Roger Fry. Simultaneously, students will delve into modernist works
by Virginia Woolf, Katherine Mansfield, and Joseph Conrad. The exploration will also incorporate Sigmund Freud s
psychoanalysis. The course will shed light on British psychical research and the gold standard as historical
contexts for the modernist intricacies of ’affect.’ Simultaneously, it will contemplate the modernist significance
of materialism within these historical contexts. Ultimately, the course aims to provide a novel historical
perspective for reevaluating modernist art and literature.
